Environmental Law-Teaching Program Candidate Interview 
Your Commitment—to your students, to the University's College of Arts & Sciences, and to 
Boston College Law School, if you are selected to go forward with this project—is:

1. to prepare and teach a course of quality and depth at a level of competence that assures that future law students will be welcome to continue this program in future years.

2. to teach a comprehensive basic understanding of the structure and process of the legal system AND concurrently a comprehensive exploration of the variety of designs and doctrines of environmental law.

3. to prepare for your Spring Semester teaching, in 6 intensive sessions through the Fall Semester.

4. to do active marketing for your course in the weeks preceding Boston College registration, which starts Nov. 12, to assure optimal enrollment in the program’s sections.

5. to make your students the top priority obligation if priorities conflict.

6. to work actively and continually with your co-teacher partner, treating him/her as a useful and respected colleague.

7. to be at every class session even if you are not teaching that session, unless it’s an emergency.

8. to make assignments and grading exercises that demand roughly the same degree of work and accomplishment as in the other concurrent course sections.
9. to be a full-service teacher, keeping office hours and being willing to counsel with students, write reference letters if needed, etc.

10. to attend the hour-long program seminar session each week during the Spring Semester, with presentation of “weekly  observations” of interesting issues of pedagogy.

11. to facilitate the melding of teachers from three different schools despite logistical issues.

12. to do conscientious semester-long scoring of your students’ performance, providing them with evaluative feedback as well as maintaining effective records.

13. to turn in final grades to the University by the strict deadline—the Monday morning after the final exam—having checked the grades for equity between sections as well as within the class, and for consistency with the College of Arts & Sciences' grade evaluation practice.

14. to prepare a Legacy File for future teachers, to be turned in on GoogleDocs before the seminar’s credits will be reported to your law school Registrar.

15. Program support: willingness to talk to reporters about the program; presence at program occasions, etc.

Further Notes:   Does possibility of remote teaching give you pause?
Law credit: Pass/Fail 3 credits in Spring. Option for a 1-credit graded paper, Fall or Spring.
No dating of students.
Possibility of no Spring vacation due to mismatched schedules between your law school and Boston College undergraduate calendars.
Partnering may not be according to your first choice.
Spring Semester seminar session may not be according to your first choice.
Fall semester sessions may not be according to your first choice.
